Assessment at CISD

Formative Assessment
·Students use assessment to advance their learning by:

·knowing and using the criteria for the standards of  work 
they should be aiming for; (success criteria /  WILF)

·giving and receiving comments from their peers on the 
quality of their work and how to improve it;

·reflecting on how to improve their work and taking 
responsibility for it.



Formative Assessment

·Reminders ɀDiscussion and prompts on board or 
work to remind children of basic expectations in

·Knowledge, Skills and Understanding is the basis of 

the International Primary Curriculum (IPC)

·We use the IPC terminology when assessing children 
(formatively)and reporting to parents

·This allows us to make a judgment as to whether the 
child is

·beginning 

·developing 

·mastering 

in that particular area / skill



Where am I with a skill?
Beginning 
· a simple understanding of the skill,
·the student is experimenting with the skill but finds it a 

challenge

Developing 
·The student can perform the skill competently, and 

confidently in a number of ways

Mastering 
·Can apply the skill in a variety of ways competently and 

confidently 
·can demonstrate the skill to others
